Tryon D. Clark was elected president of the George C. Field Company at the 84th Annual Board of Directors meeting held in Essex, CT, on April 2, 2008.  Mr. Clark is the fourth generation of the family to assume leadership of the company.

George C. Field, a native of Madison, CT, completed his schooling there before learning the trade of carpentry in Brooklyn, NY, Minneapolis, MN, and Knoxville, TN.  In 1897, he returned to his home town to establish a business.  His first venture included a messenger service to New Haven, but he soon made his name as an undertaker and coffin maker.  Before long, as Madison grew, he was in the building business, and The George C. Field Company was incorporated on December 19, 1922.  

During the rapid development of the Madison waterfront, the company built many summer cottages in conjunction with the Real Estate Security Company, mostly in the area south of Liberty Street.  Four years after incorporation, it underwent a major reorganization when several prominent Waterbury businessmen who had bought those summer cottages became stockholders.  One of these men was Carl E. Richmond, great-grandfather of Tryon Clark.

William K. Pendleton, who took over as president in 1929, expanded into building large houses, as well as working on churches and schools.  Upon Mr. Pendleton's untimely death in 1935, Carl E. Richmond became General Manager.  He and his wife, Mabel D. Richmond, became majority stockholders and ran the company together.

In 1949, the presidency of the company passed from Carl Richmond to his son-in-law, Herbert T. Clark, Jr.  Mr. Clark expanded the business in both size and scope by building many large architect-designed homes as well as banks, churches, schools, and industrial buildings.  A leader in the Madison community, he led the business until 1979.

Under the direction of his son, Herbert T. Clark, III, the company once again expanded, this time into ownership and management of commercial and residential buildings.  Gradually, this aspect of the industry has become the main focus of the George C. Field Company.  During this time, the company office was moved to Essex, CT.

Tryon ("T") Clark has been employed by the company since 1997.  He resides in Essex with his wife and two children.
